Grant Application Instructions

1. Grant applications are available January 1, 2012. The deadline for submission is March 1, 2012 and must be received or postmarked by that date. Up to $6500 in each of the 3 categories will be awarded. Applications may be mailed to:  Crawford LCC, PO Box 182, English, IN  47118

2. Eligibility- Applications may be submitted by any participating member or future participant of the council. 

3. Proposals must choose and focus on one of three areas as defined (see cover sheet):  

Prevention/Education-Programs aimed at preventing alcohol abuse and other drug use with groups that are currently not using (primarily youth)

      Treatment-Programs focusing on methods of intervention and/or treatment in groups 

      of people using or abusing alcohol and/or other drugs or significant known risk.

      Law Enforcement-Programs addressing methods to increase efforts in law 

      enforcement and/or criminal justice aimed at reducing alcohol and other drug abuse. 

4. The proposed project/program must address ONE of the council’s problem statements listed on page 2 of the application and clearly address the connection between substance abuse and the chosen problem statement in addition to the expected outcome (300 words or less). 
5. Submit the original and 6 copies to the LCC coordinator by the stated deadline.

6. Agency must provide documentation with receipts, invoices, etc. within 30 days of completion of the program/project.   

7. A claim for the full amount awarded will be sent to the auditor for payment within two weeks.

8. Applications will be scored using the following scoring criteria:

5 points-Cover Sheet-All areas completed with appropriate signatures.

10 points-Applicant verbally describes their past and current participation with the council and can summarize their proposal and answer questions.

40 points-Program/project description-Clearly describe how the proposal addresses substance abuse and the connection to the chosen problem statement (Limit to 300 words). Describe the target population and an estimation of the number of people served or impacted as well as the outcomes, and overall purpose.

30 points-Evaluation-Explain the method(s) used to evaluate the program/project.

15 points-Provide an itemized budget that illustrates amounts for materials, wages, postage, incentives, etc. BE SPECIFIC.

Total 100 points

Each applicant will bring 6 copies to the March 20th meeting. A review committee will score applications at a designated time after the meeting (organizations submitting a proposal will not participate in scoring).  Applicants will be notified by mail with feedback and scoring.
